The Florida Council of Bromeliad Societies is
considering organizing a Judges school and is exploring
the interest of all society members in the state.

The School consists of five sessions focusing on each
of the main bromeliad genera and requires that 16
people are registered before it gets started. It lasts
an average of 3 years with schools in various places,
mostly in Fort Myers, one coinciding with a World
Bromeliad Conference. In this case it would be the
upcoming Conference in New Orleans. Each session will
cost $20.00(US). There will be a final exam before a
judge is confirmed.
